HURRICANE IDA CAUSES DAMAGE TO 

BOATS,  FOUND SUBSTANDARD 

MOORING LINES 

Left over Hurricane Ida was surprisingly 
destructive at the Club this last Wednesday 
and Thursday. [Nov 11-12]  It was made worse 
in that many people had not checked their 
dock lines for some time and they were not 
up to the task.  The wind was heavy, coming 
down the lake and resulted in many dock lines 
parting, and some boats were damaged by 
striking the dock.  Notification was made 
difficult as some people had incorrect or no 
Email address listed. 
Club members walked the docks and found 
that many had lines that parted; Some were 
re-tied or in some cases replaced.  If your lines 
were replaced you will hear from the Dock 
Authority about fees.  Many had lines that 
surprisingly survived but one would wonder 
how, as they look old, frayed or too small for 
the task. 
 All tenants in slips should get to the club soon 

and inspect and most probably replace your 

lines with new lines.  Dock lines should be 

renewed with good marine quality Nylon of 

the proper size for your boat.  No clothesline 

or cheap blends.  No polypropylene or 

Dacron (Dacron does not stretch).  After two 

years good lines loose elasticity and become 

brittle and lose strength.  They should be 

replaced. 

The two days of wind from the north 

generated very high waves and much pitching 

of moored boats.  Lots of substandard or old 

lines were not up to the task, and failed.  

Several boats and some dock were damaged.

How to Sail Backwards (And Why!) 

  
Most sailors have never considered sailing their boats backwards.  Some have even disputed the 
ability of a boat to perform such an unnatural act.  In fact most keel boats will sail backwards quite 
happily, and in a few instances the ability to do so can be a real advantage.

narrow channel with the wind on your bows, rather than suck pounds of dirt and sand into your 
engine resulting in a severe recurring overheat problem.  Sail the boat backwards. 
Or the engine has quit at the worst possible time.  While backing into your slip!  Most sailors would attempt to stop and sail 
out of trouble.  Usually, this will end in disaster as the attempt to stop the boat and reverse direction will result in a loss of 
control and a fiberglass crunching insurance problem.  Quick action with a boom or jib and a little deft backing would allow 
you continue back safely into your slip with less chance of damage to others. 
Sailing backwards into a great starting position is not only doable, but was really fun to watch at the last Louis Vuitton series.

If you do this well, the rest of the fleet will usually 
get horribly confused, give you a wide berth and allow you to steal a fine starting position.  Go ahead, check the rules!

Now how do you do it?  The first and most obvious need is for a wind that is blowing from you to the place you need to be 
within about 20 degrees either side.  Second you must have a sail ready to use.  And finally you will need crew. 
With your bows into the wind, first push the boom out 90 degrees to the wind and hold or tie it there.  Keep the rudder 
centered until the boat begins to gain way in reverse.  Then just steer!  Give yourself plenty of room to stop and be prepared 
to use the rudder as a brake.  Good fendering is always a plus.

Reasons for Variance  

Year to Date Income is $13k Favorable to budget.  Sail School is $7k favorable; New member initiation fees are $5k are favorable; 

Work Party Fees are $2k favorable; and club events are $7k favorable with the Halloween Regatta $1k favorable and unplanned 

income for two events (Wednesday Night Fun races = $2k and JY-North American Regatta = $4k) and Bad Debts are $1k favorable; 

while Dues and Lease income is $9k unfavorable with membership at 267 compared to 275 in the budget.  

Year to Date Expense is $8k Unfavorable to budget.   Insurance Expense is $5k favorable due to an over accrual of cost earlier in the 

year; Administrative costs continue $3k favorable; and Maintenance is $12k unfavorable due to $1k non-routine maintenance for the 

Sea Pro, $2k for West Point courtesy dock repairs to anchors, $1k for moorings, $4k for clubhouse repairs and water heater, and $4k 

unplanned non routine maintenance of the water system earlier in the year. Special Events expense is $4k unfavorable with the 

expense of the JY-North American Regatta but these expenses are offset with favorable income mentioned above.
