Financials were presented to Board members during the April 12th meeting and are summarized 

below. The March year to date P&L is within $0.2k of budget goals with Revenue $1.5k better than 

expected and the Expenses $1.7k more than expected.

Reasons for Variance  

March Year to Date Income is $1.5k Favorable.  

Dues & Fees are $0.8k favorable; Rented Docks are $0.7k favorable due to one time service charges 

to some slips for past storm damage; Special Events for Commodore Reception is $0.8 unfavorable 

due to lower rate per meal but this is offset with lower expenses; and Bad Debts are $0.8k favorable. 

March Year to Date Expenses are $1.7k Unfavorable. Electric Expense is $1.0k unfavorable due to 

higher usage; Resident Caretaker category is $2.1k unfavorable due to contract groundskeeping 

cleanup of $1.8k and janitorial contract labor of $0.3. Various supplies categories are $1.0k favorable 

and Depreciation is $0.4k favorable
