April Year to Date Profit & Loss Statement

Financials were presented to Board members during the May 10" meeting and are summarized below. The
April year to date P&L is $3.1k unfavorable to budget goals with Revenue $2.0k better than expected and
Expenses $5.1k more than expected.

Reasons for Variance

April Year to Date Income is $2.0k Favorable.

Dues & Fees are $0.4k favorable; Rented Docks are $0.8k favorable due to one time service charges to some
slips for past storm damage; Special Events is $0.5k unfavorable; and Bad Debts are $1.2k favorable as some
past members are paying off old accounts.

April Year to Date Expenses are $5.1k Unfavorable.

Electric Expense is $2.8k unfavorable due to higher usage; and resident caretaker category was $2.2k
unfavorable with groundskeeping services $1.8 unfavorable and casual labor $0.4k unfavorable; Maintenance
category is $1.0k unfavorable due to the materials for the walkway refurbishing project; Various supplies
categories $0.3k favorable due to low usage; and Depreciation $0.6k favorable because no new fixed assets
added in 2010

Dock Authority Accounting

March Dock Authority Net Assets are $29.1k improved from 2009 Year End. This account reflects the Rental
income less all actual operating expenses for the 123 leased slips, as follows:

$69.2k i Opening Balance 1/1/2010
+$38.9k i First & Second Qtr. Rental Income
-$ 5.5k i Amortization of B, C, and F docks (Prepaid leases)
-$ 0.3k T Maintenance
-$ 4.0k Electric and Insurance

e $98.3ki Closing Balance 4/30/2010

There was a Work Party May 8" and 9th, requiring approximately $3k spending for materials. The Dock
Authority is keeping close control of maintenance to preserve the assets yet manage cost. This $98k and the
$20k Rebuild Reserve below is sufficient funds to support our next dock rebuild.

April Dock Rebuild Reserve is $20.0k. This account was established at the July, 2009 ASC Board meeting to
grow at $2k per month to assist leveling the cost impact during the early years of the dock rebuild program.
